Arinsal

Alt de la Capa is a peak with a height of 2,572
metres, and is considered the viewpoint of Pal
and Arinsal. This pyramid-shaped peak cannot
go unnoticed and moves everyone, whether or
not they love the mountains.

This mountain crowns the slopes of Arinsal, a
northern mountainside completely dotted with
slopes and ski lifts. On the other hand, the slope
overlooking Pal is much wilder and more pristine,
making it ideal for mountaineers who like to the
tread more lonely and often narrower paths. This
isn’t just a big mountain, but rather a real pearl of
the Andorran high mountain.

Thefirst part of the route goes through deciduous
forest, which, as you gain height, gives way to a
Scots pine (Pinus syvestris) forest. You'll be ac-
companied by woody plants such as hazelnut
(Corylus avellana), with rough, toothed and poin-
ted leaves and wild cherry (Prunus avium), also
with pointed leaves but in this case elliptical, and
the wayfaring tree (Viburnum lantana).

In terms of fauna, you can see Northern whea-
tear (Oananthe oenanthe), water pipit (Antus spi-
noletta) and black redstart (Phoenicurus ochru-
ros).
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
