This path, which starts from the Escaldes-Engor-
dany Tourist Information Office, cross the La Pla-
na region diagonally to access the terraces and
bordes (huts) in this area. The path is cobbled
along the entire route and flanked by the em-
bankments of the terraces.

Terraces, a system of cultivation that arran-
ged the land into beds or patches, began to
proliferate from the 18th century onwards to
gain farmland and was found across all the
parishes.

Escaldes-Engordany is the very picture of a

human landscape, where land use can be
seen along the route through the terraces,
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bordes and cobbled paths that have been
used for many years. The natural environ-
ment has offered various resources to the
inhabitants of Andorra. Stone for the walls
of houses, bordes and orris (barns), to build
bridges, make mounds or enclose meadows
and demarcate townships.

This easy route takes you away from the town
centre on a semi-urban route full of moss,
bordes (huts) and terraces, as we have pre-
sented in this short introduction.
